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Flipbook Instructions
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STEP 1 – 
Take your large white 
sheet of paper and 
fold it in half long ways 
(hotdog style).

STEP 2 – 
Write your name and class period on the
back.

STEP 3 – 
Cut the top portion of the paper twice into 3 
even parts. 
STEP 4 - 
Label each section on the front: “Stanza 1”, “Stanza 2”, 
“Stanza 3”. This will be the “Literal Side”.  
STEP 5 - 
Write a quote from each stanza on the front of each flap and draw a picture that goes along with the literal meaning of that stanza.  The pictures MUST be colored!  

STEP 6 – 
Flip the flaps over – this will be the “Figurative 

Side”.  On this side you will write the figurative meaning of each stanza explaining what the poem is REALLY saying.  Try to do this line by line.
STEP 7 – 
On the inside write ELEGY and define it.

STEP 8 - 
Then write RYHME SCHEME and explain what the rhyme scheme of each stanza is. 
STEP 9 - 
Next, make 2 columns: SORROWFUL & 

CELEBRATING and find 3 quotes from the poem that expresses sorrow, and 3 quotes from the poem that expresses celebration.  

STEP 10 - 
Lastly, write WORKS CITED and give credit to your source by 
including the works cited information for the poem (see below).

Works Cited Example:

Author’s last name, Author’s first name.  “Title of the poem”. Title of 
the book.  Publisher, Year published.

That’s it!  
You can turn the flipbook in when you are done. (
ALWAYS  indent the 2nd line in a W.C.
